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IDA Funds for Repair of a Primary Dwelling:

Funds must be used to make the home habitable or able to be visited by one of its occupants.  The home must be the participant’s primary residence.

Renters may use the funds for repair or rehabilitation of the home to make it accessible or habitable by one of its occupants.  The funds may not be used to make modifications or corrections covered under federal and state Fair Housing Laws or Landlord-Tenant Laws.

Funds are used to eliminate health and safety hazards, correct code violations, replace or upgrade major housing systems and provide other repairs necessary in order for weatherization to occur.  Applicants who have a household member with a disability or who live with a disability may also use the funds to remove barriers or make accommodations that create access for the person with a disability.
